An Adventure with My Dad

I was privileged to be raised by a man who not only loved the Lord, but also had an adventuresome spirit.  There were very few of the amusement park type outings for the Brauer family.  No sir!  We usually found ourselves in natural settings, where as often as not, we were eventually engaged in a struggle for life or limb.  We were seldom concerned though.  We figured that if our father got us into it, he would surely find a way out, which he always did.  He was always prepared to sacrifice himself to make sure we were okay.  Like the time we cut down the tree with the hornets nest in the center of it.  As soon as he realized what was going on, he told my brother and me to run towards the vehicle.  While we were running for all we were worth, Daddy intentionally paused in one spot so that the hornets would sting him instead of following us.  So we continued throughout our young lives to plunge into one exciting situation after another.  We weren’t afraid; we were just out on an adventure with our Dad.

As we approach yet another Father’s Day, I am reminded afresh and anew what a blessing it has been to have a father like I do.  It is so much easier to understand God the Father when you have an earthly father who represented Him well.  One aspect of this that the Lord has really driven home in my life these last couple of years is that He is always with me and always looking after me.  As I face one difficult situation after another, when I am tempted to be afraid, God’s Spirit reminds me that I have nothing to fear, I am simply on an adventure with my Dad!  One recent example of this, though not as serious as many, really illustrates this well.  We had agreed to be part of a team that was reading the Word of God aloud at the state capital.  The reading went on 24 hours a day for three days.  I volunteered 








our church to cover one entire 24 hour period.  I got a late start rounding up some help, but since I made the commitment, I was determined to see it through, personally covering any slot that I couldn’t get covered.  God gave me a couple of good men to help me from 1AM to 5AM as we rotated, reading for 15 minutes at a time.  I knew we were covered from 5AM until 9:30, and that our coverage would resume at 1PM.  I went home and slept a couple of hours.  When I started heading out to be there before the group finished at 9:30, so far as I knew, I would be the only reader for 3 ½ hours!  Rather than becoming apprehensive, I consciously reminded myself that this wasn’t a dilemma with which I must try to cope and possibly fail; this was simply an adventure with my Dad!   On the way there, someone called and told me they could be there at noon.  All right!  I was down to 2 ½ hours!  I made one call to make the need known before I got there.  When I started reading at 9:30, so far as I knew, I was still by myself until noon.  (Actually, me and my Dad!)  I had been reading only a few minutes when a lady I didn’t know walked up and set her stuff down in a chair.  I asked her if she was here to read and she said she was.  I asked her how long she could stay and she said until 11.  WOW!  Before long I got a call and was informed that a couple would be there to help at 11.  An hour earlier I thought that I had 3 ½ hours of reading by myself.  Do you know that I never read more than the usual 15 minutes at a time!

Whether or not you were raised by a good earthly father, know for sure that you have an excellent heavenly Father who wants to walk with you each step of the way.  Whenever you’re tempted to fear, remember that each day is just an adventure with your Dad!

And it gives me a connection between the Cross and Patmon families I never would have found not knowing the Cross and Patmon families intermarried. I'm ecstatic about this, but I've not had time to develop all the information from this goal mine.

Have you ever served the church in any capacity? If so, did you ever keep any church records at home, at the office or in any other place where they were considered to be safer than at church?     Do you have anything that is yours that deals with any specific time or event revolving around Winn's? Do you have any genealogies, Bible records or other information connected to Winn's church members? If you have anything at all, I'd like to know about it. Better still, I'd like to review it. 
Every major discovery (Gold Mine) I've made regarding the history of Win's Baptist Church began with a tip from a church member. You're a potential Gold Mine, a wealth of information I could never find unless you put me in touch with what you have and what you know.

“And I said, ‘O Lord God of heaven, the great and awesome God who keeps covenant and steadfast love with those who love him and keep his commandments…”  Nehemiah 1:5
Revere Him
There are several practical lessons to be learned not only from Nehemiah’s commitment to prayer, but from the manner of his prayer as well. The prayers recorded in Scripture are there for our instruction. Nehemiah is not being liturgical here. It’s more than a traditional salutation. He deliberately begins with an appropriate reverence to God. Nehemiah is aware of the majesty of the God he addresses. He is a worshipper first and lives aware of the greatness of Yahweh. 
This is a concept we easily overlook, even over-interpreting our intimacy as sons of God so that it becomes an excuse for cheap dullness in approaching him. People who are aware of God’s greatness will show it in the way they address him. Even the word awesome is pretty devalued in our day. You do not have an “awesome phone” and you have never seen an “awesome free-kick.” The KJV translation uses the word terrible. Maybe that gives us a better idea.
Remember His Greatness
Secondly, Nehemiah is reminding himself of the real situation. The temporal circumstances were overwhelming to him. If he wasn’t careful, he would simply bring that anxiety into prayer and focus upon it exclusively. This is hardly the same as prayer. My dad calls it “worrying out loud” and it is pretty fruitless. Neither does Nehemiah wallow in introspection, reflecting on his shortcomings, which is always an option. Instead he calls to mind God’s bigness and covenant commitments. We are wise to follow his example.

In My Father’s house are many mansions; if it were not so, I would have told you.  I go to prepare a place for you.  John 14:2

In 1868, a pharmacist named Sanford Fillmore Bennett, 31, was filling prescriptions and handling sales at his apothecary in Elkhorn, Wisconsin.  His friend Joseph Webster entered the store.  Joseph was a local musician, vocalist, violinist and amateur composer who suffered from periods of depression.  The two men had occasionally collaborated on hymns and songs, Sanford writing the words and Joseph the music.
On this particular day, Joseph was unusually blue and his face was long.  Looking up, Sanford asked, “What is the matter now?”  
“It is no matter,” Joseph replied, “it will be all right by and by.”
An idea for a hymn hit Sanford like a flash of sunlight.  Sitting at his desk, he began writing as fast as he could.  The words came almost instantly.  Two customers entered the drugstore, but no attempt was made to assist them—Sanford was too absorbed in his poem-so they sallied over to the stove and visited with Joseph.  Finally, Sanford rose and joined them, handing a sheet of paper to his friend.
“Here is your prescription, Joe,” he said.  “I hope it works.”  Webster read the words aloud:

There’s a land that is fairer than day,
And by faith we can see it afar;
For the Father waits over the way,
To prepare us a dwelling place there.
In the sweet by and by,
We shall meet on that beautiful shore.
In the sweet by and by,
We shall meet on that beautiful shore.

Instantly a tune suggested itself, and Joseph jotted down some notes.  Picking up his fiddle, he played his melody over a time or two, then said to the others, “We four make a good male quartet.  Let’s try the new song and see how it sounds.”
As the “Sweet By and By” was being sung for the first time, another customer, R. R. Crosby, entered the store.  “Gentlemen,” he said, “I never heard that song before but it is immortal.”
He was right.  For over a hundred years we’ve been singing an immortal hymn that was written in less than thirty minutes in a drugstore.
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
