            Welcome to our AWANA Clubs!  We are looking forward to a successful year and God’s richest blessings.  We are so thankful that you have allowed your child to come and participate in this dynamic program and ministry of our church.  Throughout the year 


we will keep in touch with you about club activities that may affect your clubber.  In the meantime, the paragraphs below are an introduction of this year’s basic program.  


	Our club will meet each Wednesday night from 6:30 - 8:00 p.m. unless otherwise noted on the club calendar.  If Hanover County Public Schools are closed on Wednesday due to inclement weather, club will be cancelled that evening as well.  


It is very important that clubbers arrive on time and are picked up promptly at the end of the night.  We will not release any child without them personally being picked up by a parent or guardian from their assigned location.  The adult picking up the Puggle or Cubbie must show a security card before they will be allowed to take the clubber(s) from the premises.  Clubbers will not be released to meet a parent in the parking lot.  This is for your clubber’s safety and protection.


	The cost of club is $0.50 per week (or the annual registration fee $16.00).  If you choose the annual registration option, it must be paid in full by the end of September or your account will revert to the weekly dues.  The only other cost to attend club is a charge for a handbook and a uniform.  Clubbers will not be allowed to wear a new uniform until they pass the entrance test for their club.  The uniform is required to be worn at club and is used for displaying earned awards.


	NO CELL PHONES will be allowed during the club night.  No toys are to brought to club.  Cell phones and toys that are brought to club will be secured at check-in and returned to the clubbers at the end of the night.  We do not assume any responsibility for the loss of cell phones or toys on club night.

BASIC INFORMATION


 


    The first 10 minutes of each club night are for the opening ceremony (flag salutes, song, announcements, and prayer) - setting the tone for the evening.  Each club night will consist of three additional segments: Game Time, Small Group Time, and Large Group Time.  Clubbers will also be recognized for their achievements.


 


     GAME TIME:  Quick-paced, organized chaos - built around a circle inside a square.  Game time is designed to attract clubbers by providing fun and exercise while also teaching sportsmanship.  Games are designed so that all clubbers, no matter their individual ability, can have a great time.    There is no real way to describe in words the amount of fun your child will experience during this portion of the club night.  You may just want to stop by and see for yourself.  (Please check in with the appropriate club secretary before going to game time.)


 


      SMALL GROUP TIME (Handbook Time):  A primary goal of AWANA is to help clubbers learn Christian principles by studying and memorizing God’s word.  The emphasis of this time is placed on testing Bible memory.  This is where we need parent assistance the most.  Please take a few minutes every night to assist your child with handbook completion.  Sections are required to be recited verbatim and, to maintain a uniform standard, clubbers will be given no more than 2 helps (3 words per help) per section.  Ideally, to complete one handbook in a club year, clubbers should strive to complete two sections per week.  However, the club goal for Sparks through T&T is for clubbers to complete at least one section in their handbooks during a two-week period.


 


      LARGE GROUP TIME (Council Time):  Another main goal of AWANA is to reach boys and girls with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  During this time, clubbers will receive an age-appropriate Gospel message and will be invited to respond.  There may also be a time of singing and testimonies. 


 


       AWARDS:  Awards are presented to recognize individual achievements and motivate clubbers toward continued accomplishments.  Cubbies, Sparks, and T&T clubs will present awards weekly.  Sparks will receive their awards during the club Large Group Time (Council Time).  T&T will receive their awards during Small Group Time (Handbook Time).  Clubbers can also earn Attendance Awards for regular club and church attendance.  (See AWANA Quarterly Awards section for further explanation.)

WBC AWANA Clubs Guidelines


 


Modest Dress:  Clubbers are expected to wear their club uniforms each week.  If the uniform has not yet been earned or is unavailable, please use the following guidelines:  SHORTS MUST BE FINGERTIP LENGTH OR LONGER.  NO SKIRTS.  NO SPAGHETTI STRAPS.  NO VISIBLE MIDRIFFS.  NO OFFENSIVE SLOGANS AND/OR GRAPHICS.  In the event that we deem clothing inappropriate for club wear, we reserve the right to loan clubbers an alternative shirt or pant to wear for the evening.  In addition, we would ask you to remember that your clubber will be participating in a very active, co-ed game time.  The appropriate shoes for this type of activity are gym shoes or sneakers.  Shoes with wheels in them, flip-flops, and sandals are absolutely not allowed.  Clubbers not wearing the appropriate shoes and girls in skirts will only be allowed to participate in the role of a cheering teammate.  These guidelines have been established to promote and ensure the safety and modesty of the clubbers.


 


Code of Conduct and Discipline


Clubbers will keep their hands to themselves;


There will be no talking when a Leader or another person is talking;


Clubbers will talk to each other with respect;


No running in the hallways;


No gum chewing or other food or drinks at club meetings;  


Please do not send cakes, cookies, etc. to celebrate birthdays, holidays or special occasions.


 


At times during AWANA we will have children that misbehave.  We utilize two “count methods” to control behavior and to enforce discipline.


(1)	The “5-Count” Method is used to control a group’s behavior.  To bring order to the group, the Leader simply raises his/her hand holding up one finger and says “1”.  He/She continues counting through to “5”.  When the group hears the count begin, they are to become quiet and still and wait for further instructions.





(2)	The “3-Count” Method is used to correct an individual’s behavior.  Initially, the child will be warned by their Leader when they misbehave.  If the misbehavior continues, the child will be given a “1-count”.  The Leader will discuss the behavior with the Club Director who in turn will discuss the behavior with the child to ensure that they understand why the behavior is inappropriate.  If the child continues to misbehave during the club meeting, they will be given a “2-count” and the Leader will take the child to their Club Director to discuss the situation.  If the child then continues to misbehave, they will receive a “3-count” and be taken to the AWANA Commander or Children’s Director and their parent/guardian will be contacted.  Depending on the nature of the misbehavior, the child may be suspended from AWANA, or in extreme cases, be asked not to return to AWANA for the remainder of the club year.  Any action taken will be documented and kept on file and also forwarded to the parent or guardian for their reference.


We realize that there are many situations that may effect a child’s behavior.  We encourage you to discuss with the Children’s Director any special circumstances that your child may be experiencing.  This will help us to better minister to your child as opposed to just viewing a situation or action as a disciplinary problem.


 


Clubber Security:  Families of Puggles and Cubbies will be given a Security Card when you drop off your clubber.  Clubbers must be picked up by an adult (not a sibling) with the Security Card.  The adult will present the card to the Leader of that club in order to pick up your clubber.  Parents remember this is for the safety of your child.   If you lose your card, a replacement will cost $2.00.


 


Cell phones: Use of cell phones during club is not allowed.  Cell phones will be secured upon check-in each night and returned before dismissal.  If, for some reason, you need to contact your clubber during the evening, please call (804) 840-1653 or (804) 690-6357.  This guideline has been established to promote the full participation and learning of all clubbers.  We assume no responsibility for the loss of cell phones on club nights.
